Eventful Year Draws to a Close 
 

     Some years pass more quickly than others, and some years are 
more eventful than others in our lives. This year was both for me,  
as I was able to serve you as Chairman of the Chamber at the same 
time that Chad and I welcomed Ella into our lives. The joke around 
the Chamber office is that Ella knows a lot of the “Chamber se-
crets,” having sat in on lots of meetings with me. But she’s not 
talking just yet, and the only secret I discovered was how hard 
your Chamber officers, board members, committee chairs and 
staff work to make San Angelo a better place to live and do busi-
ness, and a better organization to serve your organization. 
     Our 2009 theme of Celebrating San Angelo allowed us to learn more about our 
unique gems that make San Angelo so very special through 20 luncheon reports. 
     You’ll hear more 2009 details at our annual meeting and banquet next month, but 
consider these highlights: 
 
* 2009 culminated years of Chamber-led visits to Washington DC, with a record num-
ber of announcements for projects at Goodfellow Air Force Base and a joint project 
with Angelo State and Goodfellow. At GAFB, the ribbon is cut on the first new chapel 
on any Air Force Base in 16 years, construction in underway on a new dorm with an-
other soon to follow, and the groundbreaking to expand the Mathis Fitness Center took 
place last month. Thanks, also, to Goodfellow for the wonderful Community Apprecia-
tion Day Nov. 21. 
* With commercial construction permits down this year for economic reasons, it’s also 
wonderful to be tracking a record number of projects underway or beginning soon on 
the Angelo State campus, along with SAISD upgrades of over $100 million in the next 
few years, a state of the art County Library coming along well, City Hall renovations 
underway, and other public projects. 
* Construction is proceeding well on the Martifer-Hirschfeld Energy Systems facility on 
the Old Ballinger Highway, and we celebrated the partnership and strengths of these 
two employers coming together to produce jobs and tie San Angelo to the emerging 
wind energy sector. 
 * Services to our existing members rose this year as more took advantage of ongoing 
assistance and networking opportunities. 
 * Excellent attendance and support came about on Chamber mainstay projects includ-
ing the West Texas Legislative Summit, Showdown in San Angelo Drag Boat Races, 
and Goodfellow Appreciation Day events. 
 
     November’s highlights included the 11th annual Diversity Awards Luncheon from 
the Chamber’s Diversity Task Force. We enjoyed keynote remarks from Spherion’s 
Sandy Mazur, and congratulations again to our four honorees: Charlotte & Vic Ander-
son of Angelo Burger & Angelo Catering, Leslie & Lorenzo Lasater of Company print-
ing, ISA Cattle Co. & Lasater Whitetail Deer, Roxie Brown of Roxie’s Diner, and Kris-
tie & Russell Reed of Trend Furniture. Luncheon sponsors BlueCross BlueShield of 
Texas, Glasheen, Valles, Inderman & DeHoyos, the San Angelo Standard-Times and 
State Farm Insurance made the event possible. Another November highlight was the 
Business After Hours hosted by Gold’s Gym in their huge facility on the 17th. 
     Although economic downturns are part of the business cycle, be assured that your 
Chamber is constantly working to provide direct services helpful to you, as well as lar-
ger impacts on the community. I have enjoyed this year and am thankful for all of your 
support and participation.

From their promotion of the agricultural industry, to 
the evolution of their home-grown businesses, to their involvement and promotion of educational excellence in San 
Angelo, Lorenzo and Leslie Lasater are great contributors of diversity in San Angelo. 
     Trend Furniture, owned by Kristie and Russell Reed, opened its doors in 1962. As a locally owned business,  
Russell and Kristie are able to offer that personal touch that means so much, all while continuing to thrive and  
remain competitive, even in the face of stiff competition.

The Value of Social Media 
 
Throughout the country, Chambers and businesses alike are asking 
the question, “What exactly is social media and is it right for my busi-
ness?” If one thinks back just fifteen years ago, the same question 
was being asked about websites and email. Both websites and email 
changed the way we do business on a daily basis. Now, researchers 

are predicting that social media tools, such as Facebook, LinkedIn, and Twitter 
are the next revolutionary step in the business world.  
 
For all those skeptics out there, consider this...It took radio over 38 years to 
reach 50 million people and television 13 years. Facebook, the most prolific so-
cial media tool, reached 50 million users in only 3 1/2 years, and hit the 200 
million users mark in April 2009. Businesses are using these avenues as main-
stream marketing and PR tools, allowing their message to go out to their audi-
ence instead of waiting for their audience to come to them. 
 
The San Angelo Chamber of Commerce has now joined the social media network 
on Facebook. We will be using it as another tool to reach out to Chamber mem-
bers and the San Angelo business community. There will be three Facebook 
pages: San Angelo Chamber of Commerce, San Angelo Convention & Visitors 
Bureau, and the San Angelo Chamber of Commerce - Economic Development

Retreat Paves Way for 2010 Objectives 
 

     Activities that provide services for individual members, and larger goals 
that create community economic impact, will dominate the 2010 Plan of Ac-
tion for the San Angelo Chamber, based on priorities that emerged from the 
recently held planning retreat. Existing and incoming board members, com-
mittee and council chairs, and staff spent a day evaluating current programs 
and brainstorming new and modified goals with Eddie McBride of the Lub-
bock Chamber facilitating discussions. 
     Many of the mainstay programs that are highly rated by members on the 
Chamber survey will continue, although some will undergo changes for pur-
poses of improvement. Activities such as Business Expo, West Texas Legisla-
tive Summit, luncheons and business after hours, legislative trips to Washing-
ton and Austin to support projects and local agendas, and education goals un-
der the P-16+ Partnership will all return with modifications or renewed focus. 
    New goals will include working toward offering tours in wind energy, pro-
moting the Chamber’s soon-to-launch Facebook page, investigating a workers’ 
comp alternative to offer to members, re-focusing employer marketing and 
recruitment efforts in partnership with the City, and utilizing the CVB’s new 
marketing sales piece to book more meetings and sports activities. You can 
also expect your Chamber to collaborate with other groups in investigating the 
feasibility of a new attraction locally, as well as the possible establishment of a 
Political Action Committee (PAC) to support the efforts of the Legislative Sum-
mit and the Chamber’s legislative agenda while complying with new ethics 
regulations recently in effect. 
     All the while, the focus will continue to be on serving the Chamber’s existing 
members with the customized service that the 2009 Membership Survey 
shows you have come to expect. Watch future communications for the final 
Plan of Action, and let us know if you would like to play a more direct role in 
Chamber programs and activities.

     The 28th annual Christmas at Old Fort Concho 
represents one of the largest holiday festivals in West 
Texas.

All of this takes place at one of 
the best preserved frontier forts west of the Mississippi 
River. 
     There will also be a pre-event on Thursday night, 
December 3rd, entitled “Last Man Standing.” The pre-
event will feature a catered dinner, drinks, entertain-
ment, a silent auction, and a reverse auction, with the 
last drawing awarding a lucky winner $500.  Tickets 
for this event are $100 per couple.   
     Another new evening event this year will take place 
on Saturday. The Cowboy Christmas Serenade will 
showcase western entertainment and cowboy poetry.
