She manages the state’s treasury opera-
tions to monitor Texas’ fiscal health, guides legislative
decision makers by estimating state revenues and en-
sures state taxes are collected fairly and efficiently to
fund vital programs and services for the people of Texas.

Since taking this office, Susan Combs has saved more
then $10 million in her office alone, streamlined the tax
process by issuing refunds in a much shorter time, and
launched the nation’s most innovative transparency ef-
fort so Texans can see how their money is spent. She has
taken transparency in government to new heights by
launching the Where the Money Goes Website, which is
considered a model by many other states and open gov-
ernment advocates.

Combs graduated from Vassar College and obtained
her law degree from the University of Texas School of
Law. She was born in San Antonio and has a ranching
operation in Brewster County on the same ranch owned

by her great-grandfather more than a century ago. She

West Texas Legislative Summit Scheduled for August 12th
“Higher Education” to be this year’s topic

State Senator Robert Duncan and State Representative Drew Darby will again join the Chamber to host the West Texas Legis-
lative Summit. Scheduled for August 12th, the Summit brings together elected representatives and business people from across
West Texas to discuss areas of common interest and concern.

Education was included in a trio of topics during the 2005 Summit, but this
year’s focus will allow the spotlight to be concentrated on higher education
“Higher Education” is included among the interim charges received by the Texas
House as they work towards the 2011 legislative session. Areas identified in the
Interim Charges include evaluating the state’s continuing effort to close achieve-
ment gaps in success, participation, excellence and research by 2015, studying
current financial aid programs, evaluating the impact of need-based versus
merit-based assistance, reviewing the structure and operation of the Texas
Higher Education Coordinating Board, and examining the role of community
colleges within the state higher education system, to name a few. Although early
in the planning stages, many of these areas are likely to be discussed during the
Legislative Summit in August.

Texas Back to Work Offers $15 Million to Texas Employers
Incentives available for hiring out-of-work Texans

Texas employers can receive monetary incentives for hiring unemployed workers under a two-year,
$15 million program promoted by Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst and funded by the Legislature last session.
Texas Back to Work offers employers wage subsidies for hiring qualified out-of-work Texans.

“Texas employers are standing strong during tough economic times. Businesses, small and large, can
earn Texas Back to Work incentives to expand their operations and offer new opportunities to unem-
ployed Texans,” said Lt. Gov. Dewhurst.

Texas Back to Work is available to employers through Workforce Solutions of the Concho Valley and
27 other local workforce development boards, which also provide employers with workforce recruit-
ment assistance, pre-screening of qualified applicants and training programs. More than 1.8 million
customers were served in more than 240 workforce centers across Texas last year.

“We will help people get back to work by helping employers defray part of the cost of wages and on-the
-job training,” said TWC Chairman Tom Pauken.

Through the new program, some employers who hire people receiving unemployment benefits can re-
ceive a portion of the new employees’ wages for a set period of time. Employers can receive up to
$2,000 in wage subsidies if they continue to employ the formerly out-of-work employees for at least
120 days.

“Valuable programs like Texas Back to Work exemplify the progressive vision of our leaders and make
Texas a great place to do business,” said Will Newton, Texas Executive Director, National Federation
of Independent Business.
