Small Dues Increase to be Implemented January 1st

of our members, is the first dues increase since 2007.  Your 
Chamber Board and staff make every effort to hold down 
costs so that dues increases are infrequent, and this small 
increase puts our minimum dues either in line with or below 
similar chambers in our State.  Additionally, no salary in-
creases are budgeted for staff in 2011 in an attempt to hold 
down expenses.

sive activity in marketing San Angelo as a visitor destination and a 
place to expand employment through existing and new employers.
