 Welcome to 2012! I am looking forward to working more 
closely with the Board and Chamber staff this year and to  
exploring economic opportunities for San Angelo through both 
new and existing projects being undertaken by the Chamber. 
Shortly before our Chamber planning retreat in October, I  
settled on the theme “We Can Do That!” As we came together 
to address strategic issues and opportunities, I became even 
more comfortable with the theme.  
 

A positive, forward-thinking mindset is a critical element for 
an organization such as ours that is charged with sustaining 
and growing businesses and promoting community.  A “can 
do” attitude is also important in tackling not only new strategies we will be  
undertaking, but also in striving for greater excellence in our existing programs 
and activities. Our focus also builds on the excellent job that Jim Hughes has 
done organizing and coaching Team San Angelo.

It was also a 
great year for tourism recovery in San Angelo, reversing the decline of the  
previous year and showing major increases in hotel occupancy and other visitor 
indicators. Commercial building permits were down from last year but far from 
weak, and residential real estate sales kept pace with 2010 while total employ-
ment continued its rebound. Even while we wade through issues on a state and 
federal level, we have much for which to be thankful. Included on my list is the 
great job that Jim Hughes has done “stirring the pot” this year as board chair, for 
past chair Bryan Horner who now rotates off the Board, and for all of the board 
members and staff who played an integral part in our success.

Visitor Center Statistics for 2011 are complete!  

Over 10,000 visitors enjoyed our beautiful visitor 
center in 2011. They came from every state in 
the USA and 29 other countries!  
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Transportation is enormously important to our community for the ongoing health of our economy. The community contin-
ues to invest in our future needs as evidenced by the awarding of contracts in December for the $4.9 million upgrade being 
made to the Airport Terminal at Mathis Field.  The improvements will include façade and terminal improvements, not only 
making the airport more efficient, but evidence of the fact that San Angelo is serious about improving our infrastructure.  
This improvement positions us for future growth. 
 

The viability of the airport is in direct correlation with the economic prosperity of our community. The long awaited  
Strategic Plan for Economic Development currently being finalized has cited the limited air service as a major weakness 
for San Angelo’s ability to attract new companies to the city and makes it one of the top priorities for the community to 
address. 
 

In San Angelo, the economic impact of the airport is $91 million per year according to the Texas Department of Transpor-
tation Aviation Division.  This significant asset has been the subject of much planning over the last few years with  
emphasis on retaining current flights, promoting growth by improving services, and pursuing additional flights from new 
carriers to other air hubs.  In order to accomplish these goals, our terminal must continue to evolve and keep pace with 
similar markets. 
 

The airport terminal is the first impression many of our visitors get of our great community, and we must insure that we 
give the best possible impression.  The plans for the new physical improvements will begin in 2012.  Upon completion, the 
front entry of the terminal will have the same aesthetic quality currently shown on the runway side of the facility and the 
main lobby will be reconfigured for better flow, visibility, and efficiency. 
 

A partnership of economic developers including the City of San Angelo and your Chamber of Commerce among others 
has been aggressively pursuing additional air carriers for the community. This work will continue in 2012. Thank you for 
supporting our efforts by utilizing San Angelo Regional Airport when planning travel for business or pleasure, and we 
hope to give you additional choices in the future.

Sales Tax Update 
Good news—the last sales tax report of the year was very good for San Angelo, showing October sales tax was 18.6% 
higher than October 2010, and bringing the 12-month 2011 total to an 8.9% increase over 2010. Those are the actual 
months of November 2010 through October 2011. 
 
Of note, this make five straight quarters (15 months) of back to back increases over same month previous year. Also, of 
the twelve other cities we benchmark across Texas, San Angelo completed the year with a higher increase (8.9%) than 
all but the three West Texas cities heavy in oil & gas activity: Abilene, 17.2%; Midland, 28.8%; and Odessa, 25.3%. 
San Angelo also exceeded the statewide average increase of 7.2%. 
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New Chamber Chairman Sam Allen has been busy preparing our organization to hit the ground running immediately after 
the first of the year. During October’s planning retreat, the Chamber board developed priorities that will require staff and 
volunteer efforts to accomplish. Chairman Allen has lined up great committee and task force chairmen to head up each of 
the following areas.
