Sergeant Castro has volunteered exten-
sively with the Boy Scouts of America and is serving as Tiger and Wolf Den Leader 
of Pack 374 in addition to his duties as a Pack Councilman.  Castro is also the head 
coach for the Fort Concho Elementary ROOKies Chess Team and a regular guest 
speaker for the Positive Role Models in Drug Education (PRIDE) student organiza-
tion at Goliad Elementary.   

A t the March Chamber luncheon, Julie Raymond was presented with the 2010 Jefferson 
Award for her outstanding service as a civic leader in San Angelo. This award has been pre-
sented to one community member who exemplifies community leadership since 1998.    In 
2009 the award was made even more prestigious as the Leadership San Angelo Alumni Asso-
ciation and the Standard-Times joined together to select the recipient.   
 
Julie is one of San Angelo’s unsung heroes.  Her enthusiasm for and devotion to promoting 
arts in the city has been inspirational to the community.  Julie co-founded the non-profit 
organization Art in Uncommon Places and has been instrumental in many projects in the 
area including Art in the Alley, Art Opens Doors and the mosaic Volkswagen “Bug” at the 
San Angelo Museum of Fine Arts.  Julie also created the Sidewalk Chalk Art Festival, an 

annual event that is free to all participants. 
 
While Julie displays her own art to enrich San Angelo, she also recruits other local artists to participate in projects and helps 
facilitate their shows with fundraising and advice.  She is currently advocating for a bronze sculpture to be commissioned as the 
“Entryway” to the city and four metal sculptures that will be displayed at the new Texas Bank Sports Complex.

Local Businesses Recognized at  
Annual Economic Development  

Awards Luncheon  
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 From the Economic  
Development Division 

 
Over 200 people attended the annual Economic Development Awards luncheon on April 
13th at the Cactus Hotel. A special thanks to Fred Key, Chairman of the Economic Devel-
opment Council, for presenting the awards to our recipients. State Comptroller Susan 
Combs gave an uplifting and positive speech about the Texas economy and commended 
San Angelo on the steps we’ve taken to ensure our local economy remains competitive. 
Three business expansion awards were presented, and one special economic impact 
award. 
 
M.L. Leddy opened his boot company is 1922 and the business is still owned by the 
Leddy family. Currently M.L. Leddy’s manufactures 9 pairs of boots per day and has 
orders to keep them approximately 10 months behind. They ship their handmade boots all 
over the world in addition to their 3 large retail stores. Sales increased 15% in 2009, and 
they were able to hire two additional employees, bringing their total to 33. Sammy 
Farmer accepted their award.  
 
Lone Star Beef was started in San Angelo in 1997 and continues to maintain a position among San Angelo’s largest employ-
ers. In 2009, sales increased 5%. An additional 5,400 square feet of freezer and cooler space allowed for an increase from 700 
head processed a day to 1100 head processed a day. Employment increased 12% to bring Lone Star Beef’s current employ-
ment to 420 employees. Debbie Farr accepted the award for Lone Star Beef. 

 
Glazer’s Distributors is celebrating over 100 years as a family owned business and 
has grown to be one of the nation’s largest distributors of fine wines, spirits and 
malts.  Glazer’s partnered with COSADC, City Council, and the economic develop-
ment team to create an incentive plan that has been used to transform a simple small 
warehouse into a regional 110,000 square foot hub servicing West Texas with state 
of the art equipment.  Glazer’s has doubled the number of employees in San Angelo, 
with a 39% growth in employment in 2009. Derek Morrison accepted their award. 
 
The special economic impact award is presented to an individual, business, or event 
that had a positive impact on our community’s economy. The West Texas Bridal 

Showcase is the premier bridal event in West Texas. Held in January of each year, 
 the Showcase will celebrate its 20th anniversary next year. The show has grown exponentially in recent years, dou-
bling in size each of the last 3 years. Last year, attendance for the one-day event was over 2,240. Terry Mikeska accepted the 
Special Economic Impact award on behalf of the West Texas Bridal Showcase.
