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Health Care

San Angelo has two acute care hospitals: Shannon 
Medical Center and San Angelo Community Medi-
cal Center.  With over 150 physicians and 40 dentists 
practicing multiple specialties, San Angelo is widely 
recognized as a regional medical center.  Cancer 
treatment and open-heart surgery are among the 
many acute care services available.  Other special-
ized medical facilities include:  a 32-bed acute care 
center, a regional rehabilitation center, a geriatric care 
facility, and a mental health and drug rehabilitation 
hospital.  There are currently 7 nursing homes and an 
additional 10 retirement centers providing a variety of 
living accommodations and levels of care, including 
Alzheimer’s care.

Recreation & Sports 

San Angelo’s weather allows residents and visitors to 
enjoy year round recreational activities. The summer 
temperatures are moderated by a trip to any of the 
three lakes that border the city limits. Boating, fish-
ing, and water skiing are popular summer sports. If 
you have children, you will find a variety of activities 
for them as well.  The City of San Angelo, Boys and 
Girls Clubs, and the YMCA operate several recreation 
centers. Organized sports for children include base-
ball, basketball, football, softball, saddle club, soccer, 
and gymnastics. Fourteen public tennis court loca-
tions, two public swimming pools, two country clubs 
with golf, tennis, and swimming, and three additional 
public golf courses all provide outdoor recreation op-
portunities. 

Fall and winter provide some of the best deer, turkey 
and quail hunting in Texas. For those that enjoy a 
sideline seat for their sports enjoyment, college foot-
ball and basketball kick off in the fall and winter with 
Angelo State University. Professional sports include 
PRCA Rodeo, the San Angelo Colts with the United 
League Baseball, and the San Angelo Stampede—in-
door arena football. 
   
Weather & Climate

San Angelo’s altitude of 1,900 feet, location on the 
northern boundary of the Chihuahuan desert, and our 

proximity to rivers and lakes provide a very pleasant 
climate.  With 3 lakes and rivers flowing through the 
city, San Angelo has an average morning humidity of 
79%, but that drops to a comfortable average of 44% 
in the afternoons.  Temperatures do reach in the 100’s 
during the summer, but low humidity in the 15% to 
25% range keeps the “heat index” down.  Snow and 
sleet are not common, but will occur once or twice 
each year.  From an employer’s standpoint, there are 
no lost workdays because of winter.  The average an-
nual temperature is 64.5 degrees, with average highs 
of 77.1, and lows of 51.8.  San Angelo receives 251 
days of sunshine each year, and the average rainfall is 
20.91 inches. *See Weather Chart below.

Education

San Angelo Independent School District— San An-
gelo has two high schools, 1 freshman campus, 3 mid-
dle schools, and 17 elementary schools.  There are 7 
private and/or parochial schools that are certified up 
to the ninth grade level.
